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Legal Basis for County Resource Management Planning
The intent of this section of the CRMP is to acknowledge the County’s legal responsibilities and opportunities relative to public lands planning and management.  This is accomplished by citing and synthesizing the ties of local planning to federal planning found in various laws, rules and regulations.  It is essential that this part of the Plan clearly states the County’s interest in participating in public lands planning processes.

Much, if not all, of the language in the “legal basis” section of the Toolkit could comprise this section of the CRMP, verbatim if the county so chooses.  Counties are advised to consult the materials provided in the Toolkit, as well as their legal counsel, in compiling this section.
