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Social-Economic Linkages
Below is an example of a social-economic profile.  This is only a draft and does not contain a complete profile of social and economic linkages, as suggested in the “social-economic links” section of the Toolkit.

Private ownership of land in Counterfeit County is limited to roughly 5%.  The relative lack of private land in the County naturally creates a social and economic dependence on the public lands.  Decisions regarding public lands can have a substantial impact on the local economy.

The social and economic connection to public lands is evidenced in the following indicators:
Historic Population
Between 1970 and 2000 Counterfeit County grew 113%.  The growth took place in the urbanized areas, while areas near public lands decreased in population.
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Age Groups

Since 1990, Counterfeit County has experienced significant growth in the 40-64 age group. This trend is projected to continue from 2000 to 2030.
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Most Populous Cities

County population growth is concentrated in the urban areas.
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Nonagricultural Employment

Trade, Transportation, and Utilities is currently the largest industry in Counterfeit County.
