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Monitoring
Progress toward the Desired Resource Management Setting will be measured by working towards and ultimately achieving the Goals and Objectives as set forth in this CRMP.  Quarterly progress reports will be made to the County Commission by the Public Lands Committee regarding progress towards the Desired Management Setting and accomplishment of the Goals and Objectives.  At these updates, or at any other time determined necessary by the Committee, the Public Lands Committee may recommend changes to the CRMP’s desired management setting, associated policies/position, and goals and objectives.

Resource-specific and site-specific planning sections of the CRMP may have monitoring language that mirrors that of the CRMP’s Desired Resource Management Setting, Policies/Position, and Goals and Objectives.  The resource and site-specific monitoring may read similar to:

1.  USFS Wild & Scenic River Eligibility – Dry Gulch
a. (Partnerships):  A collaborative agreement was established between the USFS and the County for the entire Forest Plan Revision process.  
b. (Planning Timelines):  The Public Lands Committee was involved in the scoping phase of the process.  The Committee recommended two rivers that should be considered. 

c. (Local Economic Impact):  Adjacent property owners were directly notified of the process.

d. (Relative Impacts):  During the comment/workshop phase, letters were submitted by adjacent property owners.  This effort was coordinated by the Committee.

e. (Consistency):  The BLM and Super Great National Park river segments are being studied simultaneously.
