Any Utah town, city, or county may apply.  Joint applications between two or more entities addressing multi-jurisdictional planning issues are encouraged.

Funds may be used to: 

· Create a critical lands plan which:

· Defines what qualifies as critical land in the community.  This definition will vary depending on the needs of the community, but should include at least:

· Natural hazards, slopes, floodplains etc.

· Watersheds and waterbodies
· Parks, trails

· Wildlife habitat for threatened and endangered species
· Riparian and wetland areas

· Historic buildings and landscapes

· Prime agricultural lands

It should also include any other lands a community may identify as critical to preserving its quality of life.

· Develops a methodology for evaluating parcels using the community’s definition of critical land.

· Inventories and prioritizes the critical land areas in the community.  

· Inventories, and prioritizes conservation of, historic buildings and landscapes according to economic conditions and community concern.

· Creates a critical lands map which describes areas where critical lands are, and how they connect to other critical lands in the community.

· Establishes a strategy to protect private property rights while planning to preserve the critical lands within the community and its environs.

Purpose:
The purpose of these grants is to help towns, cities and counties implement the Quality Growth Communities Program by assisting with required Critical Lands Planning. There is NO list of projects that are eligible for funding.  Any planning project that helps a community meet the requirements listed above is eligible.  The Commission encourages applicants to apply for the following types of projects:

Sensitive lands planning projects, or projects that identify, map and provide preservation strategies for lands important to a community and its quality of life including recreation, wildlife habitat, flood zones, water quality, historical and aesthetic lands, and important agricultural lands.
Applicants are encouraged to review and utilize an accompanying planning tool that has been developed by the Governor’s Office of Planning & Budget.  The tool is available online at: http://www.planning.utah.gov/CriticalLandsHome.htm
Grant Amounts:
A single applicant may request up to $10,000.  Joint applications from two or more entities may request up to $15,000.  Matching funds are required.



The Quality Growth Commission reserves the right to fund any project at a level different than the original amount requested by the applicant.

Requirements for All Applicants:


1.   Applicants must submit a completed application form with the required  attachments.  Applications should be submitted electronically if possible.  

2.
The application must be signed by an authorized, elected local official. If the application is sent electronically as requested, a copy of the signed signature page should be sent by mail to verify that the necessary signatures have been obtained.

3.
Applicants must provide a match.  

Requirements for applicants approved to receive grant funding:


1.  Successful applicants will be required to prepare a scope of work within 30 days of the award notification date.


2.
Successful applicants will receive grant contracts which must be signed within 90 days of the grant award date.


3.
In most cases it will be necessary for applicants to retain professional planning consultants in order to get the technical assistance they need to complete their proposed projects.  However, in-house staff may be used for some of the work as long as the project budget stays within the Commission’s guidelines.  Commission funds may not be used to supplement a local government’s planning budget in order to free-up general fund money to be used elsewhere.

4.
The applicant must submit a final deliverable product to the Quality Growth Commission.  The final deliverable is typically a report describing the planning process used and its results.  This report may include maps, sample ordinances, or other attachments.


5.
The applicant must submit an invoice with the final deliverables for reimbursement.
