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17.16.035: PRESSURIZED IRRIGATION:

A. The subdivider shall be responsible for installing all on site pressurized irrigation mains. If an 
existing pressurized irrigation main lies within three hundred (300) lineal feet of the subdivided 
property, following the course of any city street the subdivider shall also be responsible to install 
off site mains and to connect them with the existing pressurized irrigation main.

B. All pressurized irrigation systems shall conform to the pressurized irrigation engineering plan of 
the city, provided that no main shall be less than six inches (6") in diameter.

C. Pressurized water service laterals shall be installed from the main irrigation line to the lot line 
proposed. The service laterals shall be not less than one inch (1") in diameter and shall consist 
of: 1) the stop and waste valve adjacent to the main line, 2) the lateral pipe running from the 
main to the edge of the adjacent lot, 3) the stop and waste valve, located on the public right of 
way immediately adjacent to the property line. The stop and waste valve adjacent to the main 
line is part of the city's pressurized irrigation system, and may not be accessed, or used by the 
property owner without prior approval of the city.

D. All mains and laterals shall be constructed prior to the installation of road base and hard 
surfacing of the road and the construction of curb, gutter and sidewalk improvements. (Ord. 
2002-04, 3-20-2002)
