· Bruce Talbot will present this motion to the Foundation.

· The round-robin information exchange will be conducted through a monthly newsletter (administered by GOPB, and drafted by members).
Welcome/Introductions; (Bruce Talbot)

Bruce Talbot welcomed the attendees on behalf of the Forum.  
Approval of minutes from Mar 2, 2005; (Bruce Talbot)
Hard-copies of the minutes of the May 4th meeting were not available, so this action item was postponed. 
Discussion – How can JRNAF increase participation at Forum meetings;  (Bruce Talbot)

Forum membership consists of volunteers that want to protect the natural assets of the JR.  Discussion of participation went as follows:
· JRNAF needs institutional support.  (Someone needs the assignment to keep the Forum running).  

· The State could encourage agency involvement.  

· Email reminders of the meeting and location should be sent a few days before.

· Some cities have trouble deciding which staff member should attend, so no one goes.  

· Everyone has too many meetings (especially for those on the Forum and Foundation).  Maybe the Forum could meet quarterly.
· Maybe the Forum needs to host a retreat / conference for City Managers and/or elected officials. (Joint with COG).

· What do members get for attendance?  Is the Forum not providing the thing that people want/need?

· It seems like JRNAF membership is either technical, recreational, or interested.

· There is a cost involved to participants and 

· What about an e-newsletter where every member would be responsible to draft “round-robin” comments.  The Steering Committee could focus on smaller, detailed issues. Rotate assignments for a “message”.
Looking Ahead/Round Robin; (All Members)
· Kent Player discussed the trouble Draper is having with how they are going to spend their bond funds.  Draper is looking at acquiring a piece of property along the JR.

· Craig Thaxton noted that South Jordan is at a standstill with the Coates property acquisition, and has applied for LeRay McAllister funds.

· Mike Hansen described a noticing tool that is being developed by GOPB.  They are also working on a critical lands planning toolkit and conserved lands map.
· Russ Wall reported that the bass fishing ponds in Taylorsville are on hold.  

· Natalie said that the County is revitalizing the Watershed Council, and is looking at ways in which JRNAF can help.  The JR is being listed as an impaired waterbody and there is concern about the TMDL.

· Roger Parry Utah County will be paving the trail in Willow Park (Lehi), and have scheduled an additional 5000ft from Willow Park to the Lake.  Thanksgiving Point has negotiated with Utah County for land that can be used for trailhead.  The County has dredged the River by the Park in order to reduce dissolved solids.  

· Blaine Gehring said that Riverton is looking at Roy Hardy Park as a possible nature area.  An appeal has been filed for 

· Dell Cook reported that the County is looking at a trailhead at No Temple and the JR.  Questar is a partner, and it may be under construction by next year.  They would like to continue through to the GSL.

Observation 1 – There seems to be some redundancy in the presentation / discussion effort.  

Observation 2 – Some people learn better from face-to-face interaction, some by reading.

Observation 3 – The Foundation seems to focus more on money issues, especially giving it out 

Observation 4 – One weakness of both organizations is that we don't know what entities who are not attending and reporting are doing
Option 1 - Maybe expand JRNAF to include Provo River. 

Option 2 - Maybe split the Foundation into one for Provo and one for Jordan.

Option 3 – Maybe the membership of the Foundation needs to change to reflect the geographic areas. 
Option 4 – Perhaps include the Foundation could meet jointly with JRNAF. (Functioning as a subcommittee).  Formal representation of the Foundation on the Steering Committee.
	Decision

	JRNAF and the Foundation will hold quarterly meetings and will be conducted jointly.  

	The Foundation will function as a subcommittee to JRNAF (addressing financial and PR issues).

	Formal representation of the Foundation on JRNAF Steering Committee.
